Finished Size

10" by 64" (25.4 cm by 162.56 cm) after blocking;
guidance for adjusting the size of the scarf is
included in the project instructions

Yarn
400 yards (365 m) laceweight; if adjusting length or
width, plan for correspondingly more or less yarn

Gauge

19.5 stitches x 25.5 rows = 4" (10 cm) blocked; since
each main area maple leaf motif is approximately
2.5" by 2.5" (6.35 cm by 6.35 c¢m), you can use this
increment to plan for adjustments in width or length
you might want to make
