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Scrunch-Turtleneck Dickey 

A quick and easy-to-knit woman's dickey for a casual 
dress-up under a crew neck sweater or sweatshirt. I call 
this a "scrunch-turtleneck" because it is a loose-fitting 
cross between a turtleneck and a cowl, resulting in a 
comfortable accessory that will fit most anyone. 

Sizing
Adult medium to large 

Yarn and Needles 
Sportweight yarn - approximately 200 yards 

Size 4 circular needle, 16" length 

Size 6 circular needles (or size to obtain planned gauge), 16" and optional 
24" lengths 

Gauge: 5½ stitches per inch in stockinette stitch on larger needle. 

Skill level: Advanced beginner
